WVDP Visitor and Subcontractor Site Access Requirements
[bookmark: _GoBack]In order for an individual (i.e., a visitor, subcontractor or delivery person) to gain access to the West Valley Demonstration Project (WVDP) Site or the Ashford Office Complex (AOC), the individual must 1) be a U.S. citizen or be a Department of Energy (DOE) approved Foreign National and 2) provide an acceptable form(s) of personal identification.  Acceptable forms of identification include one (1) of the following Options:
Please Note:  Individuals that have a current WVDP Picture Badge are not impacted by this requirement.  Picture Badged personnel will continue to use their badges to enter WVDP facilities.

Option #1 – Under this option, you must provide one (1) of the following forms of identification to gain access to the WVDP or AOC:
· A Homeland Security Presidential Directive 12 (HSPD-12) credential (badge);
· A New York State or Washington State Enhanced Driver’s License;
· A U.S. Passport, U.S. Passport Card or other federally-issued frequent traveler card;
· A valid state, county, or local government employee photo ID;
· A Regular Driver’s License issued by an Approved State/Territory listed in Table 1;
· A U.S. Military ID Card;
· A U.S. Military Dependent's ID Card;
· A PIV Card;
· A Permanent Resident Card or an Alien Registration Receipt Card (Form I-551) (*);
· An Employment Authorization Document that contains a photograph (Form I-766) (*); or
· A Foreign Passport (*).
(*)	Must be a DOE approved Foreign National.
