PROPULSION: Twin Cummins Diesels 6BT5.9L 315 HP Diesel engines with ZF 220 Marine gears and Hamilton HJ274 water jets.
FEATURES: Hull was replaced in 2007 due to aluminum recall. Boat was originally equipped with a four-person cabin with suspension seating, floatation foam, shore power with battery chargers, engine preheaters and 10 VAC electrical outlets, heat and AC systems, windshield wipers, magnetic compass, navigation lights, horn, Raytheon Pathfinder Radar(RL70C), Standard Horizon VHF radio with hailer, cabin fans, forward and aft tow posts, fast lube oil change system, hoist fittings, remote spotlights, deck floodlights, hydraulic steering, upgraded military electrical system, dual battery banks, bilge pumps. Inspect the boat before buying as some original equipment may have been altered or removed.  
DISCREPANCIES: Cabin electrical system partially disassembled in overhead. Topside accessories have been removed and stowed inside cabin. Radar antenna is not secured. Fabric is showing on collar surface. 
TRAILER INFORMATION: 2007 Roadking triple axle aluminum trailer with electric brakes, and pintle hitch. No light connector. Trailer jack stand is bent.   
*****Inspection is strongly suggested. Individuals are cautioned that inspection is at their own risk. Electrical systems were not energized and mechanical systems were not rotated during the inspection used to prepare the boat or equipment offered for sale.

*****Hull, mechanical and electrical and systems should be tested/repaired prior to vessel operation. Repairs may be required to make operational.
