DESCRIPTION:  50 FOOT AREA COMMAND CUTTER (ADMIRALS BARGE), NAVY HULL REGISTRY NUMBER 30435;
THE PHILADELPHIA NAVAL SHIPYARD BUILT THE VESSEL IN FEBRUARY 1957 TO THE PLANS OF A STANDARD 50- FOOT AREA COMMAND CUTTER. MADE OF OAK WITH DOUBLE-PLANKED YELLOW ALASKAN CEDAR SIDES, IT WAS DESIGNED TO CARRY A MACHINE GUN ON THE FORECASTLE. OVERHAULED IN 1966, IT WAS EXTENSIVELY REBUILT 1982–1983 AT THE BEND BOAT.
FOR OVER A HALF CENTURY, MORE THAN TWENTY PRESIDENTS OF THE NAVAL WAR COLLEGE HAVE USED THE COMMAND CUTTER, OR ADMIRAL’S BARGE, TO ENTERTAIN DISTINGUISHED VISITORS. IT HAS CARRIED U.S. AND INTERNATIONAL SECRETARIES OF DEFENSE AND NAVY, CHAIRMEN OF THE JOINT CHIEFS OF STAFF, CHIEFS OF NAVAL OPERATIONS, AND FLEET COMMANDERS. PRESIDENTS DWIGHT D. EISENHOWER AND JOHN F. KENNEDY, KING CONSTANTINE OF GREECE, AND SECRETARIES OF STATE DEAN RUSK AND DR. HENRY KISSINGER HAVE BEEN GUESTS. IN ADDITION TO ITS CEREMONIAL ROLE, THE VESSEL HAS ALSO SERVED AS A READY RESCUE BOAT IN CASE OF EMERGENCY.
